John 10:2-4 But he who enters by the door is the shepherd of the
sheep. 3 To him the gatekeeper opens. The sheep hear his voice,
and he calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. 4 When
he has brought out all his own, he goes before them, and the
sheep follow him, for they know his voice.

We don’t take TIME to listen - If you want to hear the voice of
God, you must devote time and effort to build a love relationship
with Him.

We listen for it in the WRONG PLACE.

Luke 8:18 ‘Take care then how you hear, for to the one who has,
more will be given, and from the one who has not, even what he
thinks that he has will be taken away.”

We have UNCONFESSED SIN in our lives

Amos 8:11-12 “Behold, the days are coming,” declares the Lord
GOD, “when | will send a famine on the land— not a famine of
bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words of the
LORD. 12 They shall wander from sea to sea, and from north to
east; they shall run to and fro, to seek the word of the LORD, but
they shall not find it.

Romans 1:24 “Therefore God gave them up in the lusts of their
hearts to impurity, to the dishonoring of their bodies among
themselves”

SELF-CENTEREDNESS

God wants to reveal MORE OF HIMSELF to you than you had
expected

God is preparing me for a DEEPER UNDERSTANDING of Himself
God is bringing me into a state of ABSOLUTE DEPENDENCE on
and trust in Him

God has a word for you
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Seek the HOLY SPIRIT’S direction (Romans 8:26-27)
Determine where the voice is COMING FROM

Discern its content - GOD’S WORD is the guide (John 7:17)
Take time to LISTEN
